The Gibson County Board of Commissioners met in regular session on March 2, 2010, at 8:30 AM in the
North Annex Meeting Room ‘

The meeting was called to order with all present standing and reciting the Pledge of Allegiance.
Approval of Minutes: The minutes of the previous meeting of February 16, 2010, were approved with a
motion by Whitehead seconded by Bledsoe and passed 3-0.

Approval of Claims: The following claims were presented for approval: Payroll, 2/26/10, $316,004.99;
County General, $89,043.31; Courts, $8,207.32; Highway, $87,484.00; Sheriff, $169,298.87. The claims
were approved with a motion by Bledsoe seconded by Whitehead and passed 3-0.

Department Reports: Weights & Measures: Gary Dawson gave the monthly report.

Health: Kanda Walden stated that the department was still doing H1N1 clinics twice a week. She also
stated that they were having a “Baby Bonanza “which involves classes and information on pre and post
natal care.

EMS: Dan Alvey distributed the February report and requested the approval of $39,688.62 in write-0ffs
for the month. These were approved with a motion by Whitehead seconded by Bledsoe and passed 3-0.
Sheriff: George Ballard stated that Sheriff Harmon and the Jail Commanders were in Noblesville today
for the testing of the new jail controls. If all goes well, then they hope the installation will be in 2-3
weeks time.

Highway: Jerry Heldt distributed the monthly reports and an overtime report due to the storms.
Extension: Cathy Boerste reported they are still advertising for an educator. They are having a hard
time finding anyone qualified willing to work for the salary offered.

Old Business: Resolution for County Credit Cards: County attorney James McDonald read the changes
in the proposed resolution. There was a motion to have this published by Bledsoe seconded by
Whitehead and passed 3-0.

New Business: United Minerals Request for Road 350S. Closer: Bill Gunn, representing the company,
requested a temporary closure on CR 350S between SR 57 and 950E for approximately three quarters of
a mile. The earliest date for closure would be July 1, 2010 and would be closed for approximately 18 to
20 months. The company would upgrade 450S (paving) and 250S (stone), roads that will be used more
during this closure. The area will be mined in two phases, west side then east side. Steve Bottoms
asked about the time frame for this road to released back to the County. Townsend explained that the
road is required to remain rock for two years before paving to allow for settlement of the road bed. So
that means from the time of closure to release to the County would be three to four years depending on
the length of time for mining, referring back to the 18-20 months. Bottoms stated that CR 450 has been
in an unacceptable condition for return to the County. His concern is that if something such as this
happens is it going to happen again. Bottoms pointed out that a previous Commissioner promised that
450 would be back in better condition than it ever was and of course that hasn’t happened. There was
continued discussion on the length of time of closure and return to the County. Sheila Strunk, a resident
in this area, spoke of her concern of one of the roads to be used as an alternative route and the safety of
it especially during bad winter weather. Bill Miller brought up the matter of haul roads and trucks
covering loads to help prevent leakage. There is suppose to be a stop sign where the haul road meets
350 and there is none and the trucks do not stop according to several people present at the meeting.
Mr. Gunn said he would check in to the sign matter. Townsend asked about the tarping of trucks and
Mr. Gunn stated he would talk to the trucking company about this matter. Ms. Strunk asked if there
would be a meeting that the people of this area could talk to and get information on this matter before
the request is voted on. Townsend said that they could talk to any Commissioner and the matter will
not be voted on no earlier than the first meeting in April. Bottoms aiso stated the signage used to
announce a road closure before it happens is so small that a person has to stop, get out of the car to
read it. Bledsoe and Whitehead asked that this matter be put on the next meeting agenda for
discussion.

Wessler Engineering: Megan Hollander, representing the company, came to introduce the company
because they are relatively new to the area, about 4 years. Their main projects have to do with water
matters. She presented each Commissioner with a booklet about the company.

Speed limits on |-69 area roads: The State is requesting a 35 MPH speed limit on Connector road from
CR 1050E to CR 000; 30 MPH new construction CR 1100E just north of I-69 and 35 MPH on 50N between
1150E to 1050E. A motion to approve these changes was made by Whitehead seconded by Bledsoe and
passed 3-0.




Revised EDIT Plan: Attorney McDonald read the revised plan and a motion to accept the plan was made

by Bledsoe seconded by Whitehead and passed 3-0. The plan will now go before the County Council for
review and vote.

Having no further business a motion to adjourn was made by Bledsoe seconded by Whitehead and
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
