The Gibson County Board of Commissioners met in regular session on January 16, 2007, at 9 AM, in the North Annex Meeting Room.

The meeting was called to order by all present standing and reciting the Pledge of Allegiance.

Minutes:  Minutes to the previous meeting of January 2, 2007, were approved with a motion by Townsend seconded by Whitehead and passed 3-0.
Claims:  The following claims were presented for approval:  Payroll, $295,777.68; Utilities, $4,594.30.  These were approved with a motion by Townsend seconded by Whitehead and passed 3-0.

Judge Earl Penrod:  Judge Penrod came to the Board to ask permission to accept a donation of furniture for the attorney’s consulting lounge in the Courthouse from Bob Zoss, an attorney from Evansville, and also to remove the old furniture and dispose of it.  A motion to grant permission for both was made by Whitehead seconded by Townsend and passed 3-0.  New Offices:  Two bids were received for the remodeling of the new office space for Superior Court Probation offices with the low bid from Schultz Construction at $11,893.93.  Judge Penrod said that he would be willing to use his funds available to pay for this.  A motion to accept this bid was made by Whitehead seconded by Townsend and passed 3-0.  A motion to approve allowing Virgil Hunt, Courthouse Maintenance Supervisor, to get quotes and accept appropriate quotes for the electrical, heating/air conditioning and computers for the new office space was made by Townsend seconded by Whitehead and passed 3-0.
Financial Report:  Treasurer Jim Kolb read the minutes of the previous year, 2005.  He distributed the annual report, dated, December 31, 2006.  After the report he asked that the Board approve the voiding of warrants that are two years old.  This was approved with a motion by Whitehead seconded by Townsend and passed 3-0.  The reorganization of the Board of Finance was made with a motion by Townsend naming Sherrell Marginet, President, Don Whitehead, Vice-President and Jim Kolb, Secretary.  The motion was seconded by Whitehead and passed 3-0.
Covered Bridge Certification:  The two (2) covered bridges in Gibson County were certified with a motion by Townsend seconded by Whitehead and passed 3-0.
Department Reports:  Safety:  Ken Greubel gave a report that the closed circuit security cameras are in place and working.  He also reported that they have started the Highway Department safety meetings. 

EMA:  Terry Hedges reported that they have a100,000 sand bags stored and ready for filling if the need arises due to river flooding.  He announced that on February 16 at 1:30 there would be the second reading of the Hazard Mitigation Plan of Gibson County and after the reading it will be sent to FEMA for approval.
Highway:  Jerry Heldt asked for permission to go to the County Council to ask to appropriate some of the County’s “Major Moves” money.  Approval was given with a motion by Whitehead seconded by Townsend and passed 3-0.  He distributed the financial report for the month.  He handed our copies of three quotes received for a tractor with a creeper gear.  The bids were:  JL Farm Equipment, $54,750.00; Stone John Deere, $80,601.67; MRK Equipment, $60,950.00.  The low bid from JL Farm Equipment was accepted with a motion by Whitehead seconded by Townsend and passed 3-0.  He asked for an employee’s medical leave of up to 6 weeks.  This was allowed with a motion by Whitehead seconded by Townsend and passed 3-0.  He asked permission to use “Major Moves” money if needed to purchase a Grade-All.  A motion to approve contingent on approval by the County Council was made by Townsend seconded by Whitehead and passed 3-0.
EMS:  Dan Alvey distributed the monthly report and asked for approval of write-offs in the amount of $29,334.32.  A motion to approve the write-offs was made by Whitehead seconded by Townsend and passed 3-0.
Sheriff:  Allen Harmon distributed the jail population report.  He presented 3 contract for services to the Sheriff’s Dept.  Two are for Dental  Services, Dr. John Lawlor and Dr. Ken Beckerman and one with the County Coroner.  The agreement service contracts were accepted with a motion by Whitehead seconded by Townsend and passed 3-0.
Gibson General Hospital 100 Year Proclamation:  Marginet read the Proclamation declaring January 28, 2007, as Gibson General Hospital Day.  The Commissioners signed the proclamation.
Ricker Lake Subdivision:  Darren McClellan presented the plat for the subdivision for approval.  After reviewing the plat a motion to approve for signature contingent on approval of the Surveyor and Drainage Board was made by Marginet seconded by Townsend and passed 3-0.

Old Business:  Tom White presented a petition opposing the closure of CR 550S.  He presented a second petition requesting an ordinance increasing the fine for the railroads blocking intersections for longer than the law allows.  Discussion followed and Marginet thanked White for his show of concern and concerns of fellow citizens of the County.

New Business:  Townsend stated that Tim Henning, architect, recommended that the bids for the metal work for the Courthouse bids opened at the last meeting be rejected due to being too high and to re-bid the project.  A motion to do so was made by Townsend seconded by Whitehead and passed 3-0.  

Representatives of Pyramid Architects presented a booklet on what their firm does and projects they have completed on restorations projects within the State.  

A motion to adjourn was made by Whitehead seconded by Townsend and passed 3-0.
