MINUTES OF THE MAY 17, 2005 DRAINAGE BOARD MEETING

The Gibson County Drainage Board met in regular session on Tuesday, May 17, 2005 at

1:00 p.m. Members present were Don Whitehead and Linda Hoover. Also present were Michael
Stevenson, Candace Corn, and Orville Byrns. Also present for a portion of the meeting were
Manual Ball, Roger Meyer and Joel Pauley.

Minutes of the last meeting were read. Don Whitehead made a motion that the
minutes be approved. Linda Hoover seconded the motion and the minutes were
approved.

A gentleman from Ft. Branch contacted the Surveyor’s Office requesting to know
if anything could be done about the dumping of grass clippings on the Toops-
Boyle. The Surveyor’s office investigated and found that piles of grass are being
dumped on the ditch bank. The Surveyor’s Office is to contact Sheriff Alan
Harmon to see if a sign bearing the Sheriff’s Office name could be put up to try to
deter the dumping. Surveyor Stevenson suggested that the Drainage Board look
into turning over a portion of the ditch to the Town of Ft. Branch if they would
accept it. The Surveyor’s Office will look into this matter.

Scott Wallis and Jay Stevens have contacted the Surveyor’s Office requesting to
know if anything can be done about the increase in the amount of water that will
come across their field once KC Trucking erects a new building. Don Whitehead
recommended that they contact Gary Seibert. Linda Hoover suggested Mr.
Seibert write a letter to KC Trucking voicing his concerns and possibly offering
some suggestions.

INDOT has sent a set of drainage plans for a project on Highway 64 near East Mt.
Carmel. The Surveyor’s Office will compare the elevation of the current drainage
tile to the planned elevation of the new pipe as stated on the plans.

Steve Calvert has contacted the Surveyor’s Office requesting that work be done
on the Newman Lateral to the Metz. It was decided that the Surveyor’s Office
will seed the area.

Manual Ball with Jagoe Homes appeared before the Board seeking approval of
the Partial Re-plat of Southgate Subdivision. The plat was signed subject to the
recommendation, approval and reservation set forth in the Drainage Board
Meeting of April 19, 2005.

DISCUSSION

AB Contracting is to start work this week on repairing the slide-in on Muddy Fork
to Upper Pigeon Creek near the Arnold Kuester property. The work will take
three days.

The Surveyor’s Office inspected the area of the Toelle Drain North of County
Road 250 South that Frank Lindsey requested to cross with a low pressure gas
pipeline. There appears to be no problem with this request.

Mike Wathen has trapped several beavers and AB Contracting has removed the
beaver dam from the Reinhart Ditch System.

The repair is complete on the Lillard Ditch. However, the Lillard Ditch needs to
borrow $500.00 from the General Drain Improvement Fund for payment to

AB Contracting until reimbursement from FEMA is received. Linda Hoover
made a motion that the Lillard Ditch borrow $500.00 from the General Drain
Improvement Fund. Don Whitehead seconded the motion and it was approved.
Surveyor Stevenson and Orville Byrns met with Danny Leek of Morley &
Associates at the Southgate Subdivision site and marked the tree to be removed at
the flow line and trash to be removed from the ditch along the West side of the
subdivision.

A 157 tree was removed from the flow line of the Metz Ditch near the area where
Steve Falls requested work be done. The Metz Ditch will have to borrow $100.00
from the General Drain Improvement Fund to pay the workers that removed the
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tree until tax draw is received. Linda Hoover made a motion that the Metz Ditch
be allowed to borrow $100.00 from the General Drain Improvement Fund. Don
Whitehead seconded the motion and it was approved.

g. Jerry Schmitt’s request for maintenance on the Hurricane will have to wait until
fall due to all fields being planted. Mr. Schmitt has been contacted.

h. Bernie Spindler has requested maintenance be done on the Thurman Lateral.
Larry Georges did several hours work on this area in November of 2004. Don
Whitehead made a motion to deny the request for work. Linda Hoover seconded
the motion and the request was denied.

i.  Jim Neimeyer, Warrick County Surveyor, located the minutes from the past joint
drainage board meetings. The reason for discontinuing the meetings was that for
either county to spend any money for anything, a meeting had to be held which
had become very inconvenient and took too much time for anything to get done.
The suggestion was made that perhaps the counties should remain separate
financially, with the option to call meetings whenever there was a problem.

J.  Highway Superintendent Roger Meyer appeared before the Board to ask that the
Surveyor’s Office draw a plat of Indian Hills and assign road numbers to the
streets so that Joel Pauley could put up signs to ensure that emergency vehicles
can easily find citizens in need of their services. The Surveyor’s Office will draw
the plat and assign road numbers and then forward the plat to Mr. Meyer as soon
as it 1s completed.

With there being no other business, Don Whitehead made a motion to adjourn, Linda Hoover
seconded the motion and the meeting was adjourned.
